2023 Community Spirit Award Winners

The Community Spirit Award is an opportunity to recognize businesses who are making
outstanding contributions to the community by supporting events, programs, or initiatives that
benefit the City of Westminster and its residents. This award will also recognize the work that they
are doing to make our community more vibrant, resilient, and foster a spirit of service.

The 2023 Small Business Community Spirit Award was awarded to Conexus Insurance Partners.

In 1993, a joint venture partnership was
formed with Outback Steakhouse then in 1995 they acquired the rights to develop Carrabba’s
nationally.
